The course will provide in-depth insight into the
ecological theory of colonization and invasion of
alien species. Content will focus on:

enabled establishment, efficiency,
filters,...)

e critical analysis of existing hypotheses,
that try to explain the success of alien
plant and animal species

e characteristics of invasive plants and
animals

e open databases about alien species

e environmental and economic
consequences of bioinvasions

e global threat by bioinvasions

e overview of management of
bioinvasions ( biocontrol,...)

e case studies of bioinvasions in
terrestrial, marine, and freshwater
habitats.

Tutorial and field work will include work with a
computer and introduction to examples in the
field.
